Prayer Requests Around The World  
♦   BANGELADESH-Is one of the most densely populated countries 
in the world.  The country’s massive population is confined to an 
area about the size of Iowa.  Its capital city of Dhaka is home to 12 
million people and is expected to be the world’s third largest city by 
2015.  In the past few years, tens of thousands of Bengali Muslims of 
Bangladesh have come to Christ in an incredible church planting 
movement.  Christian representatives in the country are finding 
many Bangladeshis open to hearing about Isa (Jesus), especially 
when presented with the Gospel using the Quran as a bridge.  Pray 
for each believer to be firmly rooted in the Word Of God so that 
God’s church continues to grow and mature.  There is still so much 
work left to do.  Every year, Bangladesh suffers from monsoon floods 
that kill people and destroy hope.  Pray that the people will place their 
faith and hope in Jesus Christ so that in the day of trouble.  He can keep 
them safe in His presence, hide them in the shelter of His tabernacle, 
and set them high upon the Rock. (Psalm 27:5) 
♦ SENUFO, SUPYIRE OF MALI-Senufo Supyire Team members are 
in the very early stages of language learning and cannot communi-
cate in the Senufo Supyire language yet.  This makes working with 
Supyire believers difficult.  The missionaries are thankful to have re-
cordings of Bible stories in the Supyire language completed by other 
team members, but they themselves do no understand them.  So 
during their gatherings, the missionaries must rely on a translator 
and use French and Bambara (another Malian language)  to commu-
nicate.  At least one of the believers can read some French, but he 
doesn’t always understand it because it isn’t his heart language.  
Thankfully, God has told us that His Word does not return void.  But it 
is also true that comprehension is very important.  Please pray that 
in the midst of the many languages being used, the Senufo Supyire 
believers can fully understand the truths of God’s Work, retain them 
in their memory, and apply them to their lives.   
 ♦ TUAREG OF NIGER-It is very difficult to proclaim Chirst publicly.  
Pray for many who have heard the truth of the gospel and want to 
follow Him, but are waiting for some security issues before they are 
ready to make their decisions public.
