Ministry Update 

Pray for the People of China 
Its people-1.3 billion, about 1 of every 5 people on the planet-are planted in a modern world.  
Deep down, most cling to centuries-old traditions they believe will save them from the pain of this 
life and the next.   

The land size is roughly the same as the US.  The capital of China is Beijing. 

*Is it God’s desire to break down walls? 

There is a wall 1,500 miles long.  Flesh and bone built it of earth and stone to keep the enemy 
away.  Christians continue to fight the enemy.  But they are so scattered, few non-believers have 
the chance to hear the Word from a neighbor or friend. 

This could be your moment.  Like Esther of old, God has you in place “for such a time as this.”  
An expert on world affairs said that if the 19th century belonged to Britain and the 20th century 
belonged to America,  

   *Is it God’s desire that any of them should perish?                                                                
About 7,000 Chinese become Christians in a month.  Yet 55,000 babies are born in China every 
day. 

Two hundred Chinese cities with up to 1 million people each have little or no contact with 
Christians or the gospel.  Over the next decade 300 million rural Chinese will move to the cities, 
looking for work and better lives. 

Hundreds of people groups deep in China-with their with own languages and cultures-have yet to 
be touched with the message of Christ.  Many are chained to old superstitions or new cults.   

  *Are you willing to go where no one has gone before? 

Growth of Christianity:  The  church  is growing  rapidly, despite persecution and difficulties 
facing Chinese believers.  However, they desperately need solid, biblical teaching in order to stand 
firm against the lure of materialism and the pervasiveness of ancient Chinese religious traditions. 

Prayer Requests:  
Pray for workers to enter into the harvest fields of China from around the world, and especially 
within China. 
Ask that Chinese church leaders would be strengthened to the tasks before them, no matter the 
cost, and that they would grow in knowledge as they teach and lead.
